. The ATTC does not sell established cell lines. Does it still need te be tested for BBP?
According to Brynte, yes. If youdon’t know if it is covered or not, then it falls under the

BBP law. If you get samples from a live human body, it is covered under this
mterpretatlon '

Brynte commented that there is a statement in the ES&H manual regardmg primate
human cell lines that are to be worked only in a BSL2 lab.

There have been some cases where people want to use a particular cell line as a RGl
Ebsteinbar virus.. LLNL offers immunization but it is not required. In the 70’s there
_were people that actually got infected with HBV. Rod currently has some in his freezer
(and is working on writing an IBC application). American Med recommending even kids
